2010 has been a wonderful year for The Club. Reflecting on all that has happened since January, it is amazing how far The Club has come thanks to the efforts of the Everett community, Club members, and staff. Thinking about the new partnerships formed, the wonderful partnerships continued, The Club must be thankful for how much progress has been made. Many of you have extended your resources, whether that be funds, expertise, or networking to help The Club develop and even expand what it offers. Gearing up for 2011, this first addition or our E-Newsletter will tell you a little bit about the last year. Here are some highlights:


- YES Program: In partnership with the City of Everett, and the Attorney General’s Office, the Everett Boys and Girls Club provided employment opportunities and job training for teens through the Youth Employment Solutions (YES) Grant. Teens were employed at various health and wellness related sites throughout Everett, and participated in weekly trainings where they worked on team building and participated in job readiness workshops.


- Graffiti Masters: Club members completed their second graffiti mural in the lobby. The mural was teen designed and executed, and turned out great. In 2011 The Club hopes to add to its mural collection! Stop by to check it out!


-Studio Clubhouse: In partnership with Music and Youth Initiative The Club expanded its music program to a full fledged Studio Clubhouse. As part of the Studio Clubhouse a Music Director, Ivan, was hired to lead the charge. Ivan has worked wonders with the teens. The partnership with Music and Youth Initiative has already helped leverage resources The Club had, given access to a vast array of new resources, and provided the tools and equipment necessary to grow the program. The teens have already produced and recorded their first all original CD, and held their first performance for their peers. The CD will be formally released at our Studio Clubhouse Grand Opening on January 13. 


- Stem Squad: In partnership with United Way The Club has formed a STEM (Science Technology Engineering and Mathematics) Squad which consists of 13 teens who will be paid to teach science and literacy curriculum to K – 1st graders at the local afterschool program for 6-13 year olds, For Kids Only. Led by staff member Andrew, the Squad recently completed their 6 week training course where they developed all the skills needed to be wonderful teachers and role models for the youngsters.


- Goals to Graduation: This year staff member Lisette made it a priority to keep everyone in school, and her efforts led to at least 5 teens re-enrolling in school. Lisette worked independently with many teens to ensure that they stayed in school. Those who had been kicked out or dropped out met with Lisette to make action plans and see them through.
