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Facilities Policy for Use

of Boys & Girls Club of Middlesex County, Inc. (BGCMC) Facilities by Outside Groups  
 Under the right circumstances, the BGCMC will make its facilities available for use by outside groups.  BGCMC does this both to build relationships with and within the community and to foster development within the community.

 Nonetheless, the BGCMC reserves the right to refuse the use of its facilities to outside groups without limitation.  BGCMC provides the following Policy for Use as guidelines to help groups understand whether BGCMC is likely to approve their requested rental or use of BGCMC facilities.

To be likely to be granted permission to rent BGCMC facilities, a group must meet the following conditions:  

· The group’s goals and purpose must not conflict with the BGCMC’s mission and must be consistent with the needs of the communities we serve.

· The group must seek rental of the facilities at a time BGCMC members are not using them in the regular course of BGCMC activities.

· The group must be able to assure the BGCMC that it will take proper care of the facilities during its rental of the facilities.

· The group must demonstrate that it can provide adequate liability coverage for the facilities.

· The group must pay appropriate rental fees, as well as other fees as specified by the BGCMC for the facilities.

· The group must demonstrate that it can and will control the behavior of the participants at the facilities and exercise appropriate discipline over them. 

· The group must demonstrate that it can and will provide an appropriate number of adult chaperones to supervise any event that minors will attend.

Moreover, the granting of a rental request to use BGCMC facilities is always conditional on behavior that reflects well on our members, staff, management, board of directors and our clubs.  Any permit or rental agreement can be revoked at any time if a group fails to meet this condition.  This right of BGCMC’s includes stopping events in progress and prohibiting use for future events if a group’s behavior or the behavior of any individual or individuals in a group warrant such an action.  BGCMC may revoke a permit or rental agreement or stop an event in progress based on behavior of groups or individuals associated with the event whether or not they occur on our premises.  

To help groups understand the sorts of behaviors that would trigger cancellation of a permit or rental agreement, BGCMC provides some examples below.  Behaviors that are not permitted, and that would result in a cancellation of the permit or rental agreement include, but are not limited to:

 

· The presence of any weapons, including any item that is used or threatened to be used to strike, attack, or threaten another person, or an item that by its nature is dangerous and designed to be used for harassing or violent behavior

· Any acts of violence, fighting or coercion.

· Any activities that unreasonably endanger individuals.

· The presence of any illegal drugs.

· Any participants under the influence of illegal drugs.

· The presence or use of alcohol.

· Any sexual activity or the presence of any sexually explicit materials.

· Any hate-based activity or speech. 

· Any sexual harassment or support for discrimination based on color, creed, national origin, sexual orientation or any other status protected by law.

· The inclusion of any individual who is required to register with any law enforcement agency or any other government agency as level 2 or 3 sex offender.

· Any gambling.

· Any violations of any criminal or civil law or ordinances.

· Any violations of fire codes.

· Any activities that damage or threaten to damage club property or any other property.

· Any activities that produce noise levels that are disruptive to the neighborhood surrounding our facilities.
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
